The eleventh Thurston Festival will see a return to rock for the Friday night gig with headliners „Countertfeit 
Quo‟. As a leading tribute to the mighty Status Quo, the Counterfeit Quo will recreate all of the greatest hits 
and many other popular tracks from 45 years in the business. The support act will be the ever-popular Booty 
& the Beatz, who delivered such an impact in getting the 2010 festival off to a fine start.

This exciting prospect will see 
young musicians and bands from both Thurston Community College and King Edward VI Grammar School 
taking over both stages to demonstrate their musical achievements.  

The traditional evening Proms Concert will again be given by the Haverhill Silver Band. Our special guest 
star will be Michael Bublé (aka top tribute Kris K) before the evening will conclude with our „last night of the 
proms‟ and now famous firework display. Air enthusiasts will not be disappointed as Sunday is given over to 
the ever-popular thrills and spills of the breathtaking air displays while two arenas have been created to 
accommodate a vast array of exciting activities and shows. Cool music will be provided by the Marrakesh 
Little Big Band and Big Girl‟s Blooze, both firm favourites with past festival goers! 

Chairman Neil Paxman said “As each year passes, the Thurston Festival leaves us increasingly staggered at 
the response and support we receive from local businesses. Attendances continue to rise and there is 
always a real sense that the weekend is a landmark in the local diary. Certainly, the festival is a genuine 
chance to support the local young people who will work hard to make the weekend run smoothly.
